What's a “conscience”? Do you know?

It's a voice in your heart telling you to do the right
thing. When you listen to it, it's basically telling you to
be the good guy and to notbe a bad guy.

It tells you to not yell at your dad and mom or anyone
else.

It tells you to love God and do the right thing even if
no one around you is acting like they love God or
doing what's right.

It tells you to always do many other good and right
things as well.
